We are
seen by many thousands of people, hundreds take our leaflets and many sign
petitions and letters. It is a very effective, yet simple action. We also take other
forms of action — sit-downs, entering military bases etc. Do come and join us —
around the statue of Edith Cavell, St Martins’ Place, near Trafalgar Sq.
