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NO TO WAR AND MILITARISM - where ever, whenever:

e Violence is no antidote to violence — militarism and war are being
made to seem a normal solution for dealing with those who displease
the US/UK government. We believe the UK government is wrong to
have tied its foreign policy so closely to NATO and the US
government, following unquestioningly into wars that serve US
interests.

e Women and children suffer disproportionately in war: rape, forced
prostitution and sexual trafficking. The abuse of women and children
increases during and after war.

e Militarism diverts spending away from health, education and
international development. Arms dealers profit from war while people
die in need of clean water and food — the UK exported arms and
military equipment to over 180 countries since the start of 2014.
